Important Facts About Lindbergh

Lindbergh Field is the busiest single-runway commercial airport in the U.S. and the only single-
runway airport serving a metropolitan area with a population of more than 2.5 million.

A 2004 aviation forecast concluded the airfield could become severely constrained as early as
2015, and operations could exceed capacity by 2022.°
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Increased Demand

« Approximately 16.4 million passengers used San Diego International Airport in 2004
* Approximately 17.4 million passengers used San Diego International Airport in 2005

+ Air travel demand could increase to 36.2 million passengers annually by 2035, more than
double the 17.4 million passengers in 2005

* Relying on Los Angeles International Airport (LAX) and other Southern California airports is
not a long-term solution for San Diego. LAX is expected to reach capacity in less than 10 yvears
